Dear David,

This letter and the enclosed SERA Form 5 confirm your frequency assignment. This frequency assignment is valid
for a period of six (6) months from the above date. You will also find enclosed a Sera Form 09, which you must
complete and return to me as soon as possible and no later that six months from the above date or the frequency
coordination will be withdrawn. A six months extension may be requested on Form 09 if the repeater has not
been placed in operation within six months. If the frequency coordination is withdrawn, it is subject to re-
coordination and any operation on the frequency after the withdrawal will be considered an Un-coordinated
Repeater.

It is the responsibility of the repeater holder of record to notify SERA when: The repeater is operational as
coordinated, when the repeater is not in operation or if the repeater was not placed in operation. There are other
items that affect your repeaters coordination status which require the submission of another SERA Form 03
(Application for Coordination) documenting the changes. The changes that require re-coordination are:

A. Power change of 1 DB.

B An antenna height change of more than 15 feet and/or change of antenna pattern.
A horizontal move of more than 1500’ (a change of coordinates, which indicate a horizontal move of more

C. than 1500’ requires re-coordination)
Change of repeater ownership. (If you sell or transfer ownership of your repeater to someone else, your

D. coordination does not accompany the repeater. To make the change for the repeater to remain coordinated
you need to send your coordinator a letter, email or fax, etc, advising you have transferred ownership to
whoever. The new repeater owner is responsible to re-coordinate that particular frequency by completing a
Form 03. The letter of transfer and new Form 03 can be submitted to the Frequency Coordinator at the same

Any time you have a significant change as indicated above, you should contact and submit a revised FORM 03 TO YOUR
FREQUENCY COORDINATOR ONLY.

If you have any questions regarding your coordination status or if you are proposing making any significant changes,
please contact your SERA Frequency Coordinator. He will be more than glad to assist you to insure that your repeater
remains coordinated in accordance with SERA CP & G.

Sometime in late fall of each year you will be mailed a “data sheet” to complete and return to the SERA Database
Manager. It is very important to return this form verifying that your repeater’s information is current and correct. Failure
to return this information for a few years could lead to your repeater becoming uncoordinated. With these “data sheets”
you will also have a form which gives you an opportunity to join or renew your membership in SERA. Membership in
SERA is not mandatory, but would certainly be appreciated. | have enclosed a membership application for your
consideration.

A lot of information is available on the SERA web site, which is located at http://www.sera.org/ There you will find the
current CP&G, By-Laws, downloadable forms and a lot of other information about SERA. There is also a “repeater-
owners” e-mail reflector which you may subscribe to by sending an email to w4kmb@sera.org and ask to be placed on
the reflector. Issues concerning Georgia Repeaters are disseminated to repeater owners through this reflector.

Remember your Georgia SERA Staff is here to assist you in any matter regarding your repeater coordination. There are
approximately 300 repeaters in Georgia and our goal is to protect existing and new repeater coordinations by doing good
coordinations. We trust that you will assist us by notifying us of any changes in your repeater status. This will insure that
we have an accurate repeater database which is very important in the coordination process.
